• No 

• Yes, but nothing comes to mind.  Our God is capable of anything. 

• Parables  

• Song of Solomon may not be inspired 

• Unfortunately, people  take the literal word as their position rather than 

understanding the back story and history.  You must understand the big picture. 

• No, believe the Bible is the living word of God.  Would like to be better versed  in 

Book of Mormon and differentiating Christian faith/history from other religions. 

• Jacob wrestling with God and winning.  God  let him win. 

• Believe the Old Testament, particularly Genesis, is more allegorical in nature. 

• Noah’s Ark 

• No, and yes stories are used poetically to prove a point.   

• Lean towards the stories being true  where the Bible presents them as true.  

Jonah, the Flood, Exodus, Genesis, etc. are not presented as  myths or tales. 

• Prostitute at the well, Lazarus, Job 

• There are truths to every story but not every story is exact or believe every word

• 2 YES, 13 NO, 1 “doesn’t matter” 

 

Do Muslims and Christians worship the same God? 
• 3 YES, 9 NO, 1 Maybe, and 2 are Not Sure 

• The only God is the one who sent his son Jesus Christ 

• Yes, from a Muslim point of view.  No, from a Christian point of view 

• In  theory yes, but they don’t fully understand our God and the reject Jesus as son of God 

• Quran preaches spiritual rewards of the flesh.  I believe it has been used to aide the will of man, not God 

• God has a plan for all of us.  As Christians we have an easier road via God’s grace.  Muslims, Jews, and 

Christians someday will worship Jesus together 

• There can only be one God 

• I believe that Mohammed spoke to the devil, not God 

• In some ways, I believe yes…the highest of high powers.  But the misunderstanding of Jesus is #1 conflict 

and Allah to Christians.
